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1. Product overview

Unique Magic Box interlocking enclosure facilitates easy rack mounting when used in pairs and
easy truss mounting via captive nut insert. Rack mounting brackets are available in single unit
and dual unit versions.

Note: for truss mounting, we recommend the use of a 2"-13UNC x %" long bolt to avoid
damage.
